Each presentation will be 20 minutes long which will include a 15-minute oral presentation and 5 minutes of questions from the audience. Each session will be chaired, to ensure that it starts and ends on time, and that questions are managed.

Notifications for accepted or rejected abstracts will be sent by September 15, 2010.

If the abstract is accepted for presentation, a draft paper should be submitted to readingphils2010@gmail.com by September 30, 2010. Failure to comply with this will mean that the said abstract/paper will no longer be accepted. 
Abstracts should be in MS Word format. Each abstract will be blind-reviewed by at least two members of the program committee. Presenters will be accorded a 50% discount on the base rate.
